Year after year, the Torrance 
resident volunteers to help
adorn the city’s Rose Parade float 
with fresh flowers and intricate 
details.

journey, she recruited her two sisters and her two nieces to help out.
“It’s a family thing, and we do enjoy it,” said Vaca, 67, director of volunteers at 
the Torrance Rose Float Association.
Torrance’s submission for the 2024 Pasadena Tournament of Roses Parade, 
under the theme “Celebrating the World of Music’,” is dubbed “The Lyrical Call 
of Nature.”
Standing at 16.5 feet high,18 feet wide and 35 feet long, the float, which will 
roll down Colorado Boulevard on New Year’s Day, depicts the vocal exchange 
between a mother bird and its babies. It was designed by West High School 
student Jodie Cheng, who emerged victorious in a citywide design contest 
across Torrance’s five high schools.
Since the day after Christmas, a team of nearly 200 volunteers, ranging from 
teenagers to senior citizens, has undertaken a weeklong mission to transform 
the Torrance float at Fiesta Parade Floats’ massive warehouse in Irwindale…..
